The system
consists of two new lift stations, improved leachate collection piping, and a new
leachate storage tank. The storage tank holds 500,000 gallons.

Overall, the installation of 70 acres of capping and our recently completed isolation
break, as well as our new leachate collection and gas extraction systems are working to
keep the reaction at bay and odors contained. Additionally, Countywide has generator
backup to our critical gas and leachate system components.
